Edgar Hoover and his ideas significant both for the internal political life of the United States and,
to some extent, for the foreign policy of this country. It is emphasized that the publication “Masters
of Deceit: the history of communism in America and how to deal with it” has become for its time an im-
portant ideological and political-philosophical basis in the formation of a powerful anti-communist
movement in the United States against the backdrop of the Cold War. It is noted that this book is of
